TURNAROUND SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

SCHOLARSHIPS

The Officers’ Spouses’ Scholarship and Charitable Association of Sheppard Air Force Base (Also known as Sheppard Officer Spouses' Club, hereafter the SOSC) will give monetary scholarships to eligible U.S./NATO military dependents who are graduating high school seniors for the purpose of encouraging and funding their continued education.  High School Graduate Turnaround Scholarships in varying amounts up to $1500 are given to university, college, junior college, or vocational school bound students for the 2010-2011 academic school year.

Turnaround scholarships are offered to those students that decided to change their direction and improve their grades during their later years of high school.  They may not have a perfect grade point average, but have shown significant recent improvement.  Teachers may have particular insight about which students this scholarship may be best suited.

The applicants who meet all the requirements will be eligible for the scholarship competition.  Applications must be postmarked no later then 22 Feb 2010 to be considered.  The top five applicants will be asked to come in for an interview.  Following the interview, the SOSC will notify the winning applicants.
The SOSC places checks in the amount of the scholarship directly into the trust of the college/vocational school where the recipient is enrolled.  The scholarship is administered by the Dean or other school official, and distributed through the recipient’s school account for tuition, books, and academic fees.
ELIGIBILITY

Applicants must be a dependent child of US military personnel (active duty, retired or deceased, officer or enlisted), or a dependent child of active duty NATO personnel stationed at Sheppard AFB, graduating in the spring of 2010 from a Wichita County high school in or around Sheppard AFB or from a home school in the aforementioned area. 

*Scholarships may be used out of the US, but the SOSC will not be responsible for any currency exchange. Scholarships are awarded with a check in US dollars. 

NOTE:  Members of the SOSC Scholarship Committee and their dependents are not eligible for SOSC scholarships.  Applicants who have received a scholarship in previous years from the SOSC are not eligible to receive another Sheppard SOSC scholarship.  Acceptance to a military academy appointment or a FULL TUITION including room and board scholarship award from another source, automatically ends consideration for a SOSC grant.

FORFEITURE

Scholarships not claimed by 31 January 2011 are subject to forfeiture unless the recipient requests extension by informing the scholarship committee of extenuating circumstances preventing compliance prior to the deadline date. The decision to extend a deadline is discretionary.

APPLICATION PROCESS

Complete the application and supporting documents and mail them to the address below.  All application packages must be postmarked no later than 22 February 2010.  Applications, which are incomplete or postmarked beyond the deadline, will not be considered.

A completed application package must contain:

a)  Completed application form which is hand printed or typed in black or blue ink

b)  Official transcripts of high school grades or college grades (whichever is applicable)

NOTE:  High school grades should cover freshman through midterm of senior year for graduating seniors.  If the applicant does not attend a school certified by either the Department of Defense Education Activity or the State of Texas, the applicant’s parent or guardian must provide a statement verifying the applicant’s academic competence and satisfactory performance.

c)  A letter (on school stationary) signed by the school counselor attesting to the applicant’s:

1)  Total high school GPA (GPA should be the same as what is on your transcripts at mid-term senior year)

2)  SAT and/or ACT scores

Two letters of recommendation:


1)  One letter from a member of your school’s faculty


2)  One letter from a member of your community (friend, neighbor, church leader, etc.)
e) A typed essay that is double spaced with a word count of 550-600 words addressing the topic:
State the reason for your turnaround:  What was your motivation to want a better future or your inspiration to change your life around?  Who influenced your decision to change?  What do you expect for your future?
NOTE:  Send no forms other than those requested above.  Any other forms will not be accepted.  Incomplete applications or essays longer than 600 words will not be considered for scholarship awards.   A word-count must be included on the top right hand corner of the essay.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

Completed applications, postmarked on or before 22 February 2010, will be entered for consideration.  A panel of judges will evaluate these applications.  The top five applicants will be asked to come in for an interview.  Following the interview, the judges will recommend award recipients to the SOSC Scholarship Committee.  Applicants will be notified of acceptance/non-acceptance by letter as soon as possible.  Award winners will be invited to a reception/banquet and will be expected to attend.
